We purchased 70 street lights located within Rubidoux Community Services District's service area.

Okay, well, thank you. Well, welcome, everybody. This is a momentous occasion. This is our first ever Streetlighting Committee meeting.

Uh, this has kind of been a long time coming. There's a director in the audience who is uniquely qualified to provide input on this, but.

I'm gonna… before he has an opportunity to talk on the subject matter, I do have a little bit of background information to provide.

Um, you know, street light… street lighting is one of the six services that we offer here, but you probably don't hear a lot about it over the years, because it's not one of our core services.

it's kind of operated through Edison, prior… I mean, they get constructed, as development gets constructed, and once that's done, you know, the board probably doesn't hear a lot about them.

Um, except for looking at the budget and seeing the street lighting expense.

00:01:21.000 --> 00:01:31.000
So, with that, Jacqueline, can you pull up the slides?

00:01:31.000 --> 00:01:36.000
I might be classified.

00:01:36.000 --> 00:01:44.000
Hi, Jack, I'm just giving you. That's okay. All right, so, like I said.

00:01:44.000 --> 00:01:52.000
6 essential services, water, wastewater, solid waste, fire protection, street lighting, and weed abatement. So, street lighting, weed abatement, those are two of our core services.

As I mentioned, you probably don't hear a lot about street lighting, but, you know, it is one of our six services, so something that needs our focus and attention.

So, a little bit of background on the Edison arrangement, and what's called LS… LS1 and LS2 tariffs. So.

00:02:08.000 --> 00:02:15.000
Rubideau has an arrangement with Edison called LS1. I think as LS stands for local service.

00:02:15.000 --> 00:02:26.000
So, the ownership of the streetlights under an LS1 arrangement with Edison is such that they actually own the streetlights, and they operate and maintain the streetlights, and.

00:02:26.000 --> 00:02:33.000
The way it works is we pay for Edison to own and maintain it, and then energy consumption. So.

00:02:33.000 --> 00:02:40.000
If a car was to veer off, let's just say, Mission Boulevard and take out a streetlight, you know, we don't have a crew to repair that. Edison would repair that.

00:02:40.000 --> 00:02:52.000
So that's an LS1 arrangement. Now, likewise, JCSD has what's called an LS2 arrangement, so they purchased all of the streetlights from Edison, their streetlights from Edison, and.

In that same scenario, if a car was to take out a street light, they have a vendor that they contract with to repair that.

00:02:59.000 --> 00:03:04.000
Right? So, a little bit of a difference between Rubido and JCSD.

00:03:04.000 --> 00:03:13.000
Okay, alright. So, a little bit of background on the streetlight operation for Rubideau. I provided the three most, uh.

closed fiscal years. So, it's not a huge, huge expense for this district when you look at the grand scheme of things amongst our different services.

Um, but just to give you, kind of, some reference points when it comes to street lighting, 3 years ago, our street light expense was 100, just about $70,000.

00:03:31.000 --> 00:03:39.000
Two years ago, it was 182, and then last year it was 145, and I'll kind of get into why there was that dip last year.

00:03:39.000 --> 00:03:47.000
So, currently, our streetlight expense is funded out of what's called the General Fund, right? And in order for us to fund the general fund, that's.

all this discretionary property tax revenues that we get from the county.

00:03:53.000 --> 00:04:06.000
So, there is a couple… well, there's one major revenue offset when it comes to street lighting, so… During the course of a developer project, when they pay their capacity fees, and I know we've talked about capacity fees ad nauseam.

But there's, like, a development fee worksheet, and on that are street lighting. So, traditionally, upon the… I guess, development of a new project, developers are traditionally required to pay upfront energy charges. That equates to 36 months or 3 years, right?

And the way that that formula works is. you look at the number of street lighting, uh, street lights that they're bringing into the district.

00:04:32.000 --> 00:04:42.000
times the all-night service rate, times 36 months. And that's the… Director, if you have a computer in my office that has the photos.

Okay, take a look at it. Um, so that's the formula for how we get the one-time fee for the streamline. But again, that's only for 3 years, and these streetlights kind of are there in perpetuity.

We don't have what's called a lighting maintenance district, right? So, a lot of, like, City of River Valley, JCSD.

00:05:01.000 --> 00:05:07.000
They have these alternative funding mechanisms called lighting maintenance districts that show up on the property tax roll.

00:05:07.000 --> 00:05:14.000
That's not anything that we've ever done here at the district. Again, $150,000 a year, um, unless it's been something that was never.

00:05:14.000 --> 00:05:19.000
considered necessary here at the district.

00:05:19.000 --> 00:05:23.000
Uh-oh. Let's try again. Try again? There we go.

00:05:23.000 --> 00:05:31.000
Okay, so I had just mentioned, uh, kind of the downtick in street lighting expense in the most recently closed fiscal year.

So one of the cool things that we did last year, and the board may remember, the Streetlighting Committee may remember, is we did a streetlight retrofit project.

Where we took the 818 existing high-pressure sodium vapor street lights in the district service area.

00:05:45.000 --> 00:05:50.000
And we retrofitted them with LED, um, light-emitting diode.

00:05:50.000 --> 00:06:02.000
uh, lights. So that was gonna say an estimated $30,000 to $45,000 a year annually, and as I mentioned, that was completed last year, November of 2024. So you can see, we're already recognizing.

Um, cost savings on that because of that program, so… you know, we're not talking about that particular project tonight, I just figured.

give you as much background information on the street lighting.

operation as possible. So, here's the current effort and why we're meeting here today. So, included in the board packet is this little.

lap, right? I don't know how to stand up.

So, a few years ago, when a streetlight on Skyloft Drive went out.

Um, it came to our attention that that had a JCSD tag on it.

After some further digging. It was determined that there are 17 streetlights in RCSD's service area.

00:06:43.000 --> 00:06:53.000
that are technically legally owned by JCSD. And there are mostly set… they're mostly located in, I guess, the southwest portion of the district.

00:06:53.000 --> 00:06:59.000
There's some along Skyloft. John, I'll share this right in there.

00:06:59.000 --> 00:07:14.000
Oh, that's, uh, Quartil. Quartzill. And then there's… if you go a little bit more, I guess, west-north, um, there are just kind of pockets of street light. You see this kind of donut hole, obviously, that's since been cleaned up with their annexation.

So, 17 stream rights in total, and. I know that's never really sat right, doesn't sit right with me, doesn't sit right with members of this board, so what we've… decided to do is engage JCSD to see if they'd be willing to.

transfer those lights over to us. And I did a little bit of research on the lights, and I've reached out to Edison. I have not heard back from them.

00:07:34.000 --> 00:07:41.000
My understanding is they were legally purchased by JCSD during what Edison called their 2015.

00:07:41.000 --> 00:07:45.000
Uh, hold on, I have the terminology in here.

00:07:45.000 --> 00:07:52.000
Streetlight Acquisition Program. Okay. So, what are our options to get these lights?

00:07:52.000 --> 00:07:56.000
Well, as I mentioned previously, the board has expressed interest in getting these lights.

00:07:56.000 --> 00:08:04.000
what JCSD had to do 10 years ago when they purchased all their lights, they had to take out debt to buy those lights.

00:08:04.000 --> 00:08:09.000
So what they're asking for, if we were to acquire those lights, would basically.

00:08:09.000 --> 00:08:14.000
be to pay off their existing debt, which is $12,820.

00:08:14.000 --> 00:08:21.000
Uh, with that, we'll come some potential annex… Ancillary costs or legal costs when it comes to just.

00:08:21.000 --> 00:08:32.000
drafting up the proper legal documentation. So, uh, I'm requesting, or what I'm proposing, is to authorize $18,000, $12,820 for the streetlight themselves.

And about $5,100 for, as I mentioned previously, the ancillary or the legal costs.

So, in order to effectuate that, that would require a budget amendment on the street lighting expense.

Uh, the current amount is $122,000, that would be bumped up to $140,000, and then that extra $18,000 would be funded from the late unrestricted property tax operating reserve.

Right? So, next steps… you know, my goal today was just to bring this issue to your attention, and to get support to engage.

JCSD. Ultimately, the cost of the lives and the ownership transfer paperwork I intend to take to the full board for approval. I just want your guys' blessing to proceed forward and kind of knock.

So that… that was it. Um, that's all I have.

Again, it's one of the six services, uh, street lighting is not anything that we actively monitor or have staff for. As I mentioned, it's an LS1 tariff arrangement, so.

again, like, it's not out of sight, out of mind, but we're not actively going around to the different streetlights. If a street light is out.

There is a landing page on our website for people to report that, and then that goes to Edison, and then that gets.

kind of… fixed by Edison. So it's not a moneymaker, so… No, it's not a moneymaker. I mean, to John's point, I'm sure he'll have strong comments about this.

You know, it's one of the six services that we provide. How these streetlights got out of our control, I don't know.

But I like the idea of, in our service area, having these lights.

under our control, right? I like the idea of having 17… I get it's just 17 lights out of 800 lights. No, it's not a huge percentage.

But if it's in our service area, like. it should be ours. Well, it seems like where they're located, and at the time.

They were offered to be purchased. Um.

I think there was just some error in the process. There was probably some… I think what could possibly happen is there's a lot of different public agencies in the Hoopa Valley area, and this is probably.

I know the acquisition program is 2015. Something tells me this stretches before Cooper Valley was incorporated.

So, my suspicion is that maybe people just got confused on whose jurisdiction this was back in the day, and then obviously, over years, like.

kind of the institutional knowledge about the origin of that.

had been left. Because we don't know if the same thing was offered to RCSD at the time. I don't know. Yeah.

So, I could see where that would happen. 17 points, yeah. And I assume those lights are… maintain to the same standard as the ones that we have.

So the way that I… because I mentioned this, there's a difference in arrangement between how we treat our lives and how JCSD treats our lives, so… If we were to go down this path, we would acquire the lights, and then we would work out a deal with Edison for them to operate similar to the other 818 lights. We're not gonna then hire a vendor specifically to maintain 17 streetlights.

Nor do we have any interest of purchasing the other 818 streetlights.

from Edison. No, I… what I guess when I maybe didn't word it correctly is they're LED, they're the same as what we currently have, so there wouldn't be, like, maintenance that we would have to do to bring them to the same standard as what we have. I don't believe so, no.

he… I think there's an Edison guy there saying, oh no, sorry, we can't do anything, it has to be somebody else.

So, long story short, it took… 3 or 4 months to get one little street light. Let me… let me rip here. Okay, here you go. Alright.

Good afternoon, esteemed board members. You don't have your card, right? My name is John Skirbellis.

And I'm here because I'm an angry constituent. So, the street lights… the streetlight in front of my house went out.

And I walked down there and looked at it.

00:13:12.000 --> 00:13:15.000
And guess what? As a JCSD sticker on it. Well, how's that?

00:13:15.000 --> 00:13:22.000
We're in Rubeno. That's our streetlight. Now, in the past, when I called for a streetlight repair.

00:13:22.000 --> 00:13:27.000
They were out lickety-split, RCSD, and they put a bulb in it, and it was fine.

This time, I called it in. Nobody knew nothing. Nobody knew whose. I called the city. The city said, call JCSD. I called JCSD. They said, no, call the city.

So this went on and on. How many months?

00:13:42.000 --> 00:13:48.000
months, okay? This hasn't gone weeks. This went on months. So then a truck comes out in front of my house.

And I see the truck pull up, a boom truck.

And the guy goes up there. This is a true story. He goes up there with a boom truck.

takes the bulb down, looks at it, and goes, yep, it's burned out, but you gotta call.

JCSD, and he puts it back together, broken. Yeah.

And then he lets his bloom truck down, and he drives off.

And I think it took another 2 weeks, or a week, or whatever.

to get it fixed. And… That was totally unacceptable.

And they're… Their desire to maintain street lights at JCSD is non-existent.

And I want our streetlights back. There are streetlights in the past.

Always… I've always appointed out on my street, I call it in, it gets fixed.

Boom. Right away. anymore now, if the street lights out, ah, forget it.

It's gonna sit there for God knows how long.

The other thing is how these things. We have absolutely no idea how these got out of our control.

We have no idea. All we have is… Well, that has seen the bottom.

Yeah, I mean… we don't know. I've… Who, how? I've pinged Edison a couple of times, they have not gotten it back. I mean, they do have the… they are taking the position that JCSD has legally purchased those lights.

they would not provide me, like, the historical. And that… you can't just do that. I can't just drive up to Rubido here.

And they… they did it. They just… they sold our streetlights.

for whatever reason. Some… there's a record of this somewhere.

And I'm strong positioned that I want our street lights back.

And… this… this whole thing is… it's a disaster, because nobody knows.

Nobody knows something. We know where we're at now. We know JCSD has control of them now.

Where errors are located, or… that map that I showed you, that was their map.
