A. Operations Report – None

B. Emergency and Incident Report 
Chief Tim Voigt shared with the Board that, in April, there were 284 incidents, which was a decrease from the previous year. He also reported on the Bain Fire, during which 1,473 acres were burned. One firefighter and four civilians were injured. The cause of the fire is still under investigation.

Michelle Starkey (Cal Fire – Office of the Fire Marshall) also provided an update on weed abatement efforts. There are 247 vacant parcels, and 110 non-compliance cases resulted in Notices of Violation being issued. Property owners are given 30 days to comply. If compliance is not achieved, the matter moves forward to force abatement. The notice went out on the 21st with the first batch and 28 days from the second batch. The method for reinspection is driving to the site. 

Director Murphy is interested in the number of parcels that received the force abatement.

General Manager Brian Laddusaw shared with the Board the IMPACT Summer Luncheon invitation. The luncheon is scheduled for Wednesday, July 15, from 11:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. He also shared photos from the Jurupa Valley groundbreaking event, followed by photos from the Library Summer event held on Wednesday, June 3. Director of Engineering Jaclyn Makarzec provided the Board with an update and stated that the cost-saving request would be provided at the next meeting.

Director Altamirano shared that the Jurupa Valley Community Pro Rodeo is scheduled for Friday and Saturday, with doors opening at 4:00 p.m. He also noted that the Jurupa Cup is scheduled for Friday through Sunday from 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.

Director Murphy commented on the AMI meter bids closing. He stated that, in the future, staff should include both bids in the Board packet. Specifically, he is interested in the submissions from Ferguson Waterworks, Core & Main, and Aquatrax. He will be reviewing Items 105 and 205, unit costs, and comparisons of unit costs from recent and prior bids, as well as shrinkflation. The item is tentatively scheduled to come before the Board on June 18.

Director Skerbelis commented on the street sweeper signs and their status.
